What type of power outlet does Brazil use?

Now you know! Brazil uses Type N power outlets - which fit both Type N and
Type C power plugs. Voltage varies by location, and may be 127 or 220 volts.
If your devices aren’t compatible with Brazil’s plug type or voltage, you’ll need
to bring a Brazil power outlet adaptor and possibly a voltage converter.

Which plugs and voltages are used in Brazil?

When traveling to Brazil, it is important to know which plugs and voltages are
used in the country. The standard voltage in Brazil is 110 volts and the
standard frequency is 60 Hz. The most common type of plug used in Brazil is
the two-pronged plug, which is also used in the United States. 

Do European plugs work in Brazil?

European plugs usually have two rounded pins. Brazil’s voltage varies
between 127V and 220V. Due to these design differences, plugs may not fit
together. Always check voltage compatibility and prong configuration before
using adapters. Brazilian outlets usually operate at 127V or 220V. 

Is there a standard voltage in Brazil?

In Brazil there is no standard voltage. Most federative units (about 60 per cent
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of all Brazilian households) use 127 V electricity, but some other – mainly
northeastern – states are on 220 V. Even within some states themselves, the
voltage may differ.
